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1. PLEASE STAY HOME WHEN SICK and until at least 24 hours after you no longer have a fever (temperature of 100.4 or higher) or signs of a fever (chills, feeling very warm, flushed appearance, or sweating) without the use of fever-reducing medicine (e.g., Tylenol).
2. Before coming to school, take the daily home screening for each student at: https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/downloads/community/schools-childcare/Daily-Home-Screening-for-Students-Checklist-ACTIVE-rev5A.pdf
3. All adults must wear masks while on school grounds.  Children over the age of 2 are encouraged to wear masks especially while indoors or when adequate physical distancing is not possible, for example during check-in.
4. After arriving at school through the rainbow fence, the working parent will take and record each student’s temperature at drop off using a no-touch thermometer.  The parent/guardian will confirm that the student does not have fever, shortness of breath, or cough.  The working parent will make a visual inspection of the student for signs of illness which could include flushed cheeks, rapid breathing or difficulty breathing (without recent physical activity), fatigue, or extreme fussiness.
5. After entering the school yard through the side fence, all must wash hands with soap and water in the outdoor sink.
6. During high traffic drop off and pick up times, parents/care givers should wear masks and may need to wait outside the rainbow gate to remain 6ft apart.
7. All bathroom trips will be supervised by the working parent from near the art table.  The working parent will wipe down all surfaces the student has touched and make sure students wash their hands properly.
8. Equipment and surfaces will be regularly sanitized and disinfected between groups https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/community/disinfecting-building-facility.html
9. At all times, including outside of school time, take everyday preventive actions to prevent the spread of illness https://www.cdc.gov/coronavirus/2019-ncov/prevent-getting-sick/prevention.html
a. Wash hands often with soap and water. If soap and water are not readily available, use an alcohol-based hand sanitizer with at least 60% alcohol.
b. Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces.
c. Cover cough and sneezes.
d. Cover your mouth and nose with a cloth face covering when you have to go out in public.
e. Practice physical distancing and safety protocols at all times, including outside of school time, in order to keep our school, students, teachers, and families safe. 
10. Families are encouraged to maintain communication with the school board and teacher so that the board can also communicate any issues or concerns as information becomes available.  We will maintain confidentiality and simply notify the group of a possible exposure and next steps.
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
